ANIMATION IDEAS
I use Image Ready, so I don't know how well these ideas will work.  After I've gone over the basics; I give them a couple of easy tasks.  1--create a flashing sign--like a store sign.  I had a student create a Las Vegas neon sign this year, and it looked like the real deal.

I bought some pre-school children's books--The ones with 5-6 pages, really short.  The student scanned in the pages and then animated the pages.  I learned from the first year to provide the books, because they'll bring in really long ones.  We dropped each animated page into PowerPoint or into a video editor and then narrated the pages.  You can even add music if you want to.  Is time consuming.  This will take several weeks.
