Me, Myself, and I: An Autobiography

Paragraph #1... Introduction to yourself (where you were born, when you were born, who your parents are, siblings, etc.)

Paragraph #2... Early Life (ages 1-6): ): Describe things you remember that happened to you in your life during this time period. Consider people you met, things you did, places you went to, events both sad and happy. You can also use stories your parents told you.

Paragraph #3... Later Life (ages 7-present): Describe things you remember that happened to you in your life during this time period. Consider people you met, things you did, places you went to, events both sad and happy. You can also use stories your parents told you.

Paragraph #4... Memorable Events: Talk about important things that have happened to you in your life . . . birthdays, beginning school, getting a pet, first date, first boy-girl friend, moving - anything you consider important in your life. Be sure to include one of the best things that ever happened to you and one of the worst things that ever happened to you, and explain why.

Paragraph #5... Description of You as You are Now: What do you look like (describe in detail). What is your personality like (shy, out-going, athletic, sensitive, etc.)? What are your faults? What are your interests, hobbies, and  habits? Do you belong to any clubs or organizations? Have you ever won an award? How have you changed in the last year? WHAT MAKES YOU, YOU? You can include what others say about you. You might want to consider your views on politics, religion, money, work, etc.

Paragraph #6... Likes and Dislikes: What are some of your favorites - color, food, TV show, song, book that you've read, season, etc.? Who do you admire, famous and non-famous people? What is your idea of having a good time? What do you find boring? What do you dislike? Include any other likes and dislikes you can think of. What are your pet peeves? What is something you get angry about?

Paragraph #7... Feelings: What are some things you feel strongly about? What is important to you? Why are these things important to you? Explain.

Paragraph #8... Others: How do you think other people see you? Describe and explain why you think people see you the way they do. What do you think people think of you?

Paragraph #9... Future Plans: Discuss your hopes for the future - career, education, accomplishments, possessions you hope to have, family plans, where you hope to live, what you would like to be doing, travel, etc. Include anything else you are planning for the future - dreams, wishes, ambitions . .

This should be given some serious thought.   You are given two days in class to key this information, so it should be taken serious.  Do your best.  This will go in your portfolio for you to take with you at the end of the year.
