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Cereal Box Project

Technology:  MS Word, Excel, Access, PowerPoint, Publisher, Internet

Objective:  To evaluate students progress based on the performance of mastery of computer skills taught throughout the semester.

Materials needed:  
Office 2000, Internet, Colored Paper, Scissors, 1” Three-Ring Binder with a slipcover in the front

Procedures:

You will be creating a notebook that tells about your cereal company and product.  EACH person on the team will create a notebook so print enough copies of your work for all team members.  You must fill out the Daily Log Sheet each day!

	Step 1
	Come up with a company name, logo, and colors.  These should remain constant throughout the campaign.

	Step 2
	Decide on a target market.  Will you market your cereal to kids, health conscious people, athletes, men, or women?

	Step 3
	Design a cover sheet for your notebook that includes the name of the company, logo, your team member’s names.  Print these in color.

	Step 4
	Collect ten business cards from various businesses around town and glue them to a colored sheet of paper.  Arrange attractively and put in your notebook.  Each team member will have his/her own set of business cards.

	Step 5
	Decide on a good design for your company business cards then design them.  You must print ten cards per sheet.  Each member of the team needs to display a business card in his/her notebook.  You will also need a business card to hand out to each person in the class when you give your presentation.

	Step 6
	Create a spreadsheet that depicts a comparison of your cereal with other cereals currently on the market.  (Price-Cost=Profit)  Use the internet or other resources to find your data.  You must have a hardcopy of any data used.

	Step 7
	Using the data from the spreadsheet, create a separate chart.  Be sure to label correctly and make it easy to understand.  

	Step 8
	Write a business letter in block format describing your product and import the graph in to the letter.  Graph must be explained in the letter.

	Step 9
	Design a cover for your cereal box or package.  You will need to bring a real cereal box from home.  One cereal box per group will be accepted.  You must design the front, back, two sides, and top.

	Step 10
	Create three ways to advertise your cereal.  One way must be a brochure.  The other two ways may be a newspaper ad, a magazine ad, web page, or something that your group decides upon.

	Step 11
	Set up a database in Access that includes ten potential customers.  Include customer’s first name, last name, address, and phone number.  Sort customer’s names in alphabetical order according to last name.  Make a table and print.

	Step 12
	Use PowerPoint to create a presentation “selling” your cereal to the class.  You must a minimum of  ten slides.  Print these as handouts with six slides per page.
