I heard this was an awesome fundraisor and I am planning on doing it this year.  I forget what sponsor told me about it last year at the Spring Leadership Conference but she was in your age group of kids........She said it was very easy, cost no money to FBLA and made a great profit.


I used this when I was at a middle school and had very good success with it.  It's fun and entertaining

I did it last year at Benton Jr. High--I was wonderful.  I handed out the surveys to the social studies teachers and the students filled them out.  I shipped them to the company and they shipped me the results.  They will sort the results howeveryou want them.
 

We were bombarded with kids trying to get their results.  Definitely will do it again.  Easy Money!!

It was okay.  The kids were really interested in who they were matched with.  The hard part was having it sorted how you might want it.  You can create your own questionaire and have them match it anyway you want.  Which is what we did. . . it was a little time consuming and some people were upset if the company made a mistake and didn't match it correctly. 
yes!!  Easy to do.  The kids love getting the results and always ask for days if they are in.
The company works very fast and gets your results quickly.  It is easy to pay with the invoice.
Download your questionnaire from their website.  You can build your own, or use the one they have created.  I just use theirs, because it is appropriate.We have always had great luck with this and I would highly recommend it.

Bentonville Public Schools has used it and had good results.  I think at lower level grades you would possibly get better results.  I think our FBLA advisor will have better results this year because we are now 9-12.

I have not done it myself, but have seen it done and was successful.

I haven't done it before, but another club has at my school.  I think it would go over pretty well at a midle school since they are really into matching up at that age.  It did pretty well here at our high school,but I don't know why they don't do it anymore.

Yes, we have done it for several years at Bentonville High School.  (I think they do it at Jr. Hi level also.)  For us at high school level, it is fairly successful.  My group makes about $400 a year from it.  Hope this helps.

I used it years ago.  It was ok.  Seems like I rememberit being a lot of work not to make much money.   But, the kids had fun with the results.  If they answered the questionnaire seriously.

We have used Data Match for several years.  We are at an 8-9 school.  I usually try and coordinate it so we begin selling the surveys on Feb. 14.  It is a very easy fundraiser.  I sell the surveys for $2 each (we only do boy-girl matches).  We have about 450 students and we normally make between $250-$300.
Yes, it is good. Kids like it. We made around $200 last year. We have
around 250 students. We charged $2 for one printout and $3 for two. One
matches with classmates in same grade and the other matches with all
students in 7-12.
