I don't help with the prom, but our sponsors sell Christmas wreaths.  They are about $18 a piece and they make about $9 each.  They require each junior to sell two or they have to pay extra to go to prom.  They also have incentives like if you sell 10 you get a free prom ticket, 15 you get two free prom tickets.  They make about $1,000 to $1,500 depending on the class.  They also charge $20 per person to the prom. 

I am also at a small school. Our junior class sponsors sell bottled water
help raise money for prom. They take turns going to WalMart to buy the Sam's
Choice water and keep it iced down in their classrooms. They get the ice
from the ice maker in our cafeteria. That is the only drink allowed in
classrooms also. We don't allow students to buy water during class time but
before school, in between classes, and during lunch they can. This might not
work in your school, but our sponsors seem to think it's easy money.

I am the sponsor for both this year also.  We are planning to have a chili supper in October before a football game.  We are planning a golf tournament in early spring.  

I have been Jr. sponsor one time, and we sold Little Caesar's pizza kits. They also sell breadsticks, cookie dough, etc. We made well over $1,000, and it wasn't much trouble at all. The kids go out and make sales. Then you set up a time for the truck to come deliver. We did that part one day after school, and made the kids stay to help divide it up and they had to go deliver right then. We didn't have any kids to complain about it. Most of them actually enjoyed it. The day they deliver there is some work involved, but other than that it pretty much is "hassle-free". Plus from start to finish it was only about 2-3 weeks worth of work and well worth it! And the day the truck came, it only took us a couple hours to get it divided up and ready to go.

I am also junior class sponsor and FBLA sponsor.  I am also in charge of the prom decorations.  The only fundraiser that we do in order to raise money is we hold a Bar-b-Que supper before the big homecoming game.  We sale tickets for around $5.00 a ticket.  We get all  of the plates, salt, pepper, utensils and tea donated.  We also get the parents to agree to make cakes for desert.  The only cost to us is the food. We have managed to keep it under $200 for the last three years.   We have done spaghetti suppers and a fish fry.  But the BBQ has been the best one.  My multimedia class usually creates a movie to show activities that happened during the week.  We call it a dinner and a movie.
 

Junior class also sales the souvenir glasses.  We usually buy the cheapest glass and sale it double what it cost us.  It usually is around $8.00 and we make around $4 a glass.  Which means we make around $400.  

 

I also have junior class dues.  Each junior is required to pay $10.00.  I have 100 juniors so..that raises around $1000.  They aren't invited to the banquet if they don't pay their dues.  We have a banquet first and then the prom afterwards.    I have to raise around $2500 in order to cover all cost.

I was a prom sponsor last year.  We usually get money from a lunch time concession stand for prom but with the new "health" rules we couldn't do this last year, so we had to come up with fundraisers and all three of us prom sponsor were busy with other things, so the easiest thing we found to do was to sell tickets.  At our school there had never been a charge to get into prom, but we sold tickets last year for $5 each and it helped to generate funds in a very easy manner.

Fruit baskets in the fall and for christmas is a good fundraiser.

Does anyone you know sell Avon?  Avon has a fundraiser kit.  Also, the
good ol' standbys...carwash, bake fair, cake walk, raking leaves.
That's all I can think of at the moment!

Classic Color Photography offers a great family portrait or old-fashioned children's sepia portrait fundraiser that we use every 2 or 3 years to raise over $2000. You have to sell 100 $10 certificates. You keep all money from certificates, then you receive a $1000 bonus if photographer takes 100 photos. We've done this at least 5 times and always got the bonus, even though we live in a small community, Pangburn. Let me know if you're interested and I'll give you their number. I wouldn't call it hassle-free, but it is a great moneymaker. America's
Lemonade Stand, they have a website. My rep is Charles Pool from Paragould.

Our photographer pays a fee to take the pictures--I think 500 dollars.  they make way more than that with pictures.
A truly hassle free prom is to take it off campus -- to Arkansas ArtsCenter
in Little Rock.  (I have no idea where Concord is, but Sheridan is about 40
minutes and our board approved it for us to go off campus)

You can't do any decorating -- which for teachers that is good.  Cost was
maybe more than you want to pay, but it is worth a call if you are not too
far away.  Parking wonderful -- they allow you to bring refreshments, which
most off campus places won't -- they want to cater it for you at $20 a
gallon for punch.

Have a Jr. class play.  Takes lots of time for practices, but if you make programs and sell ads locally, you can make a lot of money.  We also have a spaghetti dinner on a Sunday after church.  Local grocer donates the sauce and noodles, the kids bring drinks, bread, and desserts.  Have a set price per plate.

We do a "School Spirit Store" at the home football games - We sell pennants, pom-pons, face tattoos, license plates ect..

We raised $2,800 for our National DECA trip through the help of a local
restaurant.  This restaurant is closed on Mondays, but they opened just
for us.  We sold tickets for a spaghetti dinner, we served the dinner,
then we cleaned the restaurant.  It was a lot of hard work but
definitely worth it.  The owner only charged us cost and we got to keep
all the tips.  This is a good advertisement for the restaurant as well.

Last year I co-sponsored Cedar Ridge's prom and we sold BBQ
dinners at our fall and spring parent teacher conferences.  We
raised approx. $2,000 per night.  If you organize it early, sell
tickets early, advertise like crazy, and you can get Junior class
parents to work and donate food it will be a success.  Also, we
bought our meat from Meachum Packing Company in Batesville
and the price was very reasonable.  Hardees donated cups,
McDonalds donated stuff, and the list goes on.  If you organized it
right that could be your only fundraisers.  That was all we had. 
Also, about Prom, we purchased the decorations straight out of the
Prom Books.  We did not try to make the stuff ourselves.  We
spent several hours the night before prom and all morning the day
of prom setting everything up but it was nice not having to make
our own stuff.
