URL – Uniform Resource Locator.  The Web address of the Internet site you want to visit.

Address Box – The place where you enter the URL

Internet Explorer Toolbar

Hyperlink – Link between one object and another.

5.
HTML – HyperText Markup Language.  Standard document format used on the World Wide Web

6.
HTTP – HyperText Transport Protocol.  The communications protocol used to connect to servers on the World Wide Web.  Its primary function is to establish a connection with a server and transmit HTML pages to the client browser.

7.
Domain Name – A description of a computer’s “location” on the Internet, for example:  www.mcdonalds.com.  The name “mcdonalds” is the second-level domain.  The extension “.com” is a top-level domain name that tells you what kind of entity owns that domain.  Other extensions are as follows:  .com (commercial institutions or businesses), .edu (educational institutions), .gov (government sites), .mil (military), .net (network gateways), .org (organizations). 

8.
Search engine – Allow you to look for information based on some criterion, such as a key word.

9.
Boolean operators – The operators such as AND, OR, and NOT used in search strings to refine the scope of the search.

· AND operator instructs the search engine to search for all documents containing both key words you specify.  For example, cats AND dogs.

· OR operator instructs the search engine to search for documents containing either key word you specify.  For example, cats OR dogs.

· NOT operator excludes documents containing a key word you specify.  For example:  simpsons AND NOT homer.
