Saving Pictures from the Internet

Option 1: RIGHT- CLICK

1. Find the picture you want.

2. Right-click on the picture.
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Choose “Save picture as” [image: image2.png]=
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4. A dialog box will appear….name the file and choose the folder you want to save it in. 

5. Choose OK. 

IF OPTION 1 DOES NOT WORK:
Option 2: PRINT SCREEN
1. Find the picture you want to save.

2. Press the “PRINT SCREEN” button on top of your keyboard.

3. Open the software you are working in and choose Edit, Paste.

4. The entire screen will appear as a graphic.  You can then crop out the excess.

Note:  

· Some times big pictures on the internet will be saved in sections.  You will have to save each section to get the entire picture.

· If a picture you want is “playing” in some type of Flash software, in other words, it is flashing a different picture every few seconds.  Those are not possible to save.  You might try Option 2.

· Some pictures will be in a jpg format that cannot be placed in your program.  Simply go back to the picture and save it as a .bmp.  You can find this option by clicking the down arrow on the “Save as type” box.
