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You will search the Internet for an article about technology.  The article you choose must be about technology and something you are interested in learning more about.  You will choose your topic and have the topic approved by the teacher.  The article must be long enough and have enough information for you to be able to key a whole page.  The article review will be written in MLA format and will include a parenthetical citation and a Work Cited page.  The first paragraph should be a summarization of the article.  You must write in your own words.  Re-writing the sentences is plagiarism!  Print a copy of the article and highlight important information.  Staple the article to the back of the one-page paper.  (Author’s last name)


In the second paragraph you must explain how this technology could benefit you in the future and how this technology changes our “normal” way of life for the future.  Do not wait until the last minute to research for your article.  This will take time and use your time wisely.  Put some thought into your article reviews.  Elaborate!!  The article review needs to be at least a full page, but not more than a 1 ½ pages.  All margins are one inch and the font is Times New Roman, 12 point.

MLA Guidelines

· No title page needed

· Double-space throughout paper

· One-inch margins on all sides

· Use only white, 8 ½ by 11-inch paper

· Do not justify lines of paper

· Must have 4-line heading on 1st page (look at example)

· The title must be centered following heading.  Do not use ALL CAPS or Underline

· Must include header with your last name and page # on all pages, right justify.

· Do not include the abbreviation p. before a page # in the header.

· Sources are acknowledged throughout the paper with an parenthetical citation.  The citation includes the author’s last name and the page number where the information was derived from. (Marcuse 197).

· The list of works cited appears at the end of the paper.  A header is also included.  The title Works Cited is centered with 1-inch margins.  DS between the title and first entry and throughout the page.  Use a hanging indent for each entry.
