We're hosting a Scholastic Book Fair for high school next week for the first 
time.  Scholastic has just started sponsoring high school fairs, so we don't 
have a clue how successful it will be.
We are having a face-painting booth at the home games.......it has been a huge success!  And a lot of fun!

We are thinking of selling magazines this year through Old Fashion Candy Company--50% profit. 

We sold coffee last year through School Spirit Coffee and they have
revamped their order forms this year.  It is a good program if you can
get your students to sell things.  They send you a couple of samples
that you can brew in the teacher's lounge or somewhere to increase
interest in the coffee.

We also sell roasted peanuts in little bags for $1 each at home
football games.  (We got this idea from the band boosters at Ftn. Lake
last year.)  Depending on the price you can get for bulk peanuts, you
can make a nice profit.

There is a list on page 11 of the Adviser's Survival Handbook.

We made "Kisses for You" bags for valentines last year.  We took orders ahead of time and then made individual bags with 10 kisses in each.  We used red curly ribbon and tied a note that said "A kiss for you  when I'm not around".  We sold 1400 in our 650 student school!

We sell the suckers from the Ozark Delight Candy company. We sell them for $.50 and the kids love them. You make about $.24 profit on each sucker.

We do a "Spirit Store" where we set up at home football games and sell team items (pennants, pompons, tatoos, license plates, clings, mini-megaphones, etc..
