I show them Drop Caps and have them to create a story (rated G) 

using a word associated with Halloween as their drop caps word.  

Then I peruse the stories for content and place them on display
I have students write ghost stories...however, they get 3 min. to type 

one paragraph, then they "jump"  to the computer to their right, read 

the paragraph that the other student wrote, then add to that story. I 

usually give them 1-2 min to read the paragraphs, collect their thoughts, 

then type.  After we have typed for so many jumps, we take a time out 

and read the stories.  Set limits on how silly they can get or how 

explicit they can get with their language and have them use correct English. 

Some groups can develop great stories. I usually give them a prompt to 

start off with.

1.  I have had my students type a scary ghost story and then insert clip art
related to the story.  They can also change the font to something that
reminds them of Halloween, such as Chiller, Forte, Jokerman, Matisse,
Old English, etc.  The stories can be adapted from this website of

2. 
Plan a Halloween Party.  Complete with a Haunted House.  Plan a menu.  Make invitations.  Make a flyer.  Make a list of people to invite.  :)
 
3.
I used this activity when I taught keyboarding; it can take a whole
period or block with instructions.  This usually works best if no one is
allowed to talk until the end.  The students loved it, and it can be
changed to fit your needs.
STEP 1:  Have the students use a blank document and type two sentences
to begin a scary story.
STEP 2:  When they have finished, have the students move down one seat
(or up one seat, or across one seat, depending on your classroom
arrangement).  When they get to the new seat, they are to read what the
person before them wrote and add two more sentences.
STEP 3:  Once they have finished (I guess you could time them and give
them 2-3 minutes), have them move down one seat again and read the story on the screen and add two more sentences.
STEP 4:  Repeat rotation down the row and story additions.
STEP 5:  By now, there should be at least 8 sentences of a story.  You
could rotate once or twice more, but after a while, it may get monotonous.
STEP 6:  On the last time that they move, have them read the story, add two lines to end the story, and insert a clip art picture that best fits the story.  Have them format the entire document to fit on one page and
check for errors.  They could put the computer number at the top, or all
of the names of the contributors.  In the end, have each student read
the story and share the illustrations or display them for Halloween
decorations for all classes to see!
NOTE:  Let them know ahead of time to KEEP IT CLEAN!!!!
 
6.  In my high school DTP classes, we do tshirt designs during Homecoming week.  They can choose to do a Homecoming, Fall or Halloween design.  We look at how to download free graphics from the Internet.  How to download and install a free font from the Internet.  Then we design them in Print Shop.  I teach PageMaker in DTP,
so this is a little easier for them this early in the year.  After a couple of days, if they want to bring a tshirt we print the design on transfer paper and iron them on in class.  Some years I have to charge for the transfer, other years I don't.  It depends on how my supply money is going. decorations for all classes to see!
7.  DTP is doing goodie bags and I put them on the wall and they are
bringing treats for each other one day. Happy Halloween from DTP.
