I usually send the framework vocabulary and the framework glossary and have them do that.  I send it every time they are in ISS.  So if nothing else they will know the vocab.

I have photocopied

pages of terms and definitions for them to copy or have them make a 

chapter summary

I have my students write the terms for the section we are on and for 

the next section.  I also have them do any terms they are missing.  They hate writing them by hand but it helps.  They get a chance to catch up and even work ahead.  When they get back to class they can work on their class work.

I have that same problemfor my computer classes.  I usually use Puzzlemaker.com to create worksheets for them on the terms/definitions from the frameworks.  I sometimes have them write a paper on how computers have changed the way our society functions or something else related to topics from the frameworks.  I just make sure that whatever I give them can be done without a book or computer. 

I know it is a pain, but when I only had a classroom set of books, I

photocopied the chapter and the end of the chapter questions, etc for

CBA and counted it for the day's assignment. You got me on

keyboarding-maybe give them the CBA assignment. Or they could write a

report on all the reasons/jobs, etc. that it is good to have strong

keyboarding skills.

 I have mine do reports.  the first time they are in it is two and each time I have to send something over I increase it two pages.  I have had them up to 10 pages before.

Not that this is a great or even good solution BUT students that I have who are sent to ISS are sometimes allowed to come to my room during my prep or if I have a small class, they might come then.  It is left up to me.  This works for me since ISS is across the hall from my lab.  I don’t let them come during the class period that they are normally in.

For keyboarding students I have copied pages from the keyboarding book like Communication Skills pages where they have to make corrections (capitalization, number usage…) and made them write the sentences making corrections. I have also made them write the rules from those pages.

How about a writing assignment, read business articles, summarize them in their own words and then also add a paragraph on their own thoughts about the article.

Print a copy of the computer timeline and send it to ISS and have the 

student copy it.

when that happens to me i go to the internet and print out business words and definitions and have them write them. something might sink in someday.

I send over a story start and require them to write

give them a list of 25 business terms to get the definition for and then they have to write a sentence for each one.  They are worth 2 points each

Give them a dictionary and tell them to go through it and write every word and definition that they find that relates to computers, etc.
