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1. Using the internet, research possible careers in multimedia.  Find enough information that will allow you to create a multimedia presentation and a newspaper advertisement.  The information must be interesting and put in your own words.  You will receive zero points for plagiarizing in this assignment.

2. The multimedia presentation must be created in PowerPoint.  Use a minimum of eight slides to tell about a multimedia career that interests you. You will also need to have a title slide and a bibliography slide in your presentation.  Use the following as a guideline for searching for information that you use in your presentation:

a. Job description

i. General nature of the work

ii. Specific duties

iii. Skills required

iv. Working conditions

b. Education and Training required

i. College/Special schooling/On-the-Job training

ii. Where

iii. Cost of training

c. Typical Pay

i. Earnings

ii. Opportunities for advancement

iii. Rewards other than monetary (benefits)

d. Employment Opportunities

i. Present chances for employment

ii. Future outlook and trend in the field

e. Why you found this job/career interesting 

3. Print out the presentation with six slides per page.  You will also save the presentation to a class CD with your “last name career presentation” as the filename.

4. Create a want ad to advertise for your career.  Check newspapers, Internet sites for sample ads.  You will need to give the following information about your career in the ad:

a. Brief job description

b. Salary, working conditions, and opportunities for advancement

c. Job Qualifications

d. Educational Requirements/Experience

e. Location

The ad should be concise since all newspapers charge by the number of words in the ad.  Your limit is no more than 25 words!  Key your ad in Word and print a copy to submit.
5. When you turn in the assignment you should include the following:  handout of PowerPoint presentation, and a copy of your ad.
