MMA:  History of Multimedia Assignment

Objective:  Students will research the history of multimedia and create report, timeline, chart, and multimedia presentation of their findings in order to obtain a better understanding of how multimedia has developed over time.

1. Using the internet, research the history of multimedia.  Find enough information that will allow you to create a one page report, a timeline, a chart, and a multimedia presentation.  The information must be interesting and put in your own words.  You will receive zero points for plagiarizing in this assignment.

2. The timeline must show a minimum of ten periods of time.  The time line needs to be created on the computer.  

3. The chart can be part of your multimedia presentation.  The data represented must be factual and easy to understand to the reader.  You must also provide documentation of your data.

4. The multimedia presentation may be created in Power Point.  Use a minimum of eight slides to tell about the history of multimedia.  In your presentation you may wish to give a brief overview then focus on one aspect in history that is interesting to you.  You will be given a day to present to the class.  Print out the presentation with six slides per page.

5. Your report must include a title page with the title of the report, the date, your teacher’s name,  and Multimedia Applications.  Please use a standard report format with 12 point type, 1” margins and the title on the first page.

6. When you turn in the assignment you should include the following:  report, chart, documentation, timeline, and printout of Power Point.
